Australia

Â Australia is considered one of the most successful nations to produce 
internationally competitive riders and horses.

Â Most recently, Australian won a Silver Medal at the 2008 Beijing 
Olympics.

Â The Adelaide event provides spectators with the chance to see their 
Olympic heroes in action and also up and coming horses and riders to 
experience the atmosphere of an Olympic level competition.

World Eventing Champion.

Cross Country

requires determination, courage, and trust between horse and rider to 
successfully complete the seven kilometre course over imposing obstacles 
through Adelaideôs spectacular parklands.

Show jumping
The showjumping phase is the nail biting culmination of competition, requiring the 

precision of show jumping against the clock, where a single miss-step can mean 
the difference between winning and losing.
